overview

In this activity, students will examine how a toilet
works and learn about the differences between water
efficient (or low-flow) toilets and regular-flow toilets. Students will look at the
number of times that a toilet might be used in their home each day, and make
comparisons to what equivalent amounts of water could be used to do in
manufacturing items and completing other daily routines.
